other documents with the office of DGFT, for grant of rejection letter.

Q0000009 L3 QOOVOOOOOOThe office of DGFT shall examine the
application and thereafter issue a rejection letter.€ The office of DGFT shall write a letter
to Custom authorities citing the reasons of rejection and shall also enclose a copy of
rejection letter.

The above mentioned procedure can be initiated, once the exporter
decides to re-import the goods and by the time goods arrive in India, the process of getting

the DEPB rejection letter can be completed.
